My objections are based on the following Material Planning Considerations:-

impact on local water run-off and potential flooding risks for neighbouring properties.

Environmental Impact: The loss of green space at Whitegates represents a significant blow to local

biodiversity and the "Green Network" outlined in the Local Development Plan (LDP).

Traffic and Infrastructure: The proposed access routes are already operating at peak capacity. This

development will significantly increase congestion on Lenzie Road/Kirkintilloch Road and

surrounding residential streets, posing a safety risk to pedestrians and students.
