The purpose of the Sports Pitch Strategy for East Dunbartonshire is
to ensure the long-term protection, improvement, development
and management of playing pitch provision in the local area
(football, rugby and hockey pitches). The Strategy will include an
audit of current pitch provision including those in school sites. It is
intended that the Strategy will provide a framework for the delivery
and implementation of sports facilities and will assist sport
development and land use planning.

There is no statutory requirement for the production of a Sports
Pitch Strategy. However, the availability, accessibility and quality of
sports provision in East Dunbartonshire have been recognised as an
issue that needs to be improved and promoted. There are
additional benefits of the Strategy in terms of aiding planning,
improving sport facilities and participation, and general health
improvements in the East Dunbartonshire area.

Summary of the PPS &
Proposed PPS Objectives

The Sports Pitch Strategy for East Dunbartonshire has been proposed in order to ensure the long-
term protection, improvement, development and management of playing pitch provision in the
local area. The Strategy will focus on football, rugby and hockey pitches specifically. An audit of
current pitch provision including those in school sites will be carried out to determine the quality,
availability and accessibility of the pitches which will aid recommendations for improvements to
pitches. It is intended that the Strategy will provide a framework for the delivery and
implementation of sports facilities and will assist sport development and land use planning.

The proposed objectives and key drivers for the Strategy include:

e Improved asset management to ensure better quality pitch and changing
accommodation provision;

e Effective and efficient management for the delivery of better managed pitch sites of
outdoor sports facilities and use of resources;

* To integrate development planning for current and future pitch provision. This will
identify any need for developer obligations where developments would create a direct
need for particular facilities or place additional requirements on existing facilities;

* To ensure a more robust coordinated investment planning for pitch provision through
partnership working, where appropriate,

* To determine the prioritisation of capital and revenue investment and the ability to
secure external funding;

* To support sports development and encourage an active lifestyle through pitch sports;

* Toimprove and enhance current pitch provision;

* To promote community involvement and ownership in pitch site developments.

The intended outcomes of the Sports Pitches Strategy are as follows:




* Aclear framework for outdoor sports pitch facilities providers, including the pubilic,
private and third sectors;

* Identifying sporting and sport facility needs, particularly focussing on particular local
demand issues;

e Ensuring that pitches are in the best location to account for population changes and
future housing development;

e Targeted improvements through developer obligations to create or improve pitches in
ideal locations of the communities in East Dunbartonshire;

* Addressing issues of accessibility, quality, maintenance, management and booking
facilities

* Identify potential sites for upgrading/enhancement;

e  Prioritisation of investment, and consideration of potential strategic partnership
developments, including approaches within the scope of the Community
Empowerment Bill.
